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MEMORANDUM

The Public Advocates Office at the California Public Utilities Commission (Cal
Advocates) examined application material, data request responses, and other information
presented by Golden State Water Company (GSWC) in Application (A.) 23-08-010 to
provide the California Public Utilities Commission (Commission or CPUC) with
recommendations in the interests of ratepayers for safe and reliable service at the lowest
cost. Mehboob Aslam is Cal Advocates project lead for this proceeding. Victor Chan is
the oversight supervisor, and Crystal Yu and Brett Palmer are the legal counsels.

Although every effort was made to comprehensively review, analyze, and provide
the Commission with recommendations on each ratemaking and policy aspect presented
in the Application, the absence from Cal Advocates’ testimony of any particular issue
connotes neither agreement nor disagreement of the underlying request, methodology, or

policy position related to that issue.

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CHAPTER 1 WATER QUALITY AND SPECIAL
REQUEST 4

I. INTRODUCTION

This chapter presents the analysis and recommendations regarding the water

quality of GSWC’s water systems.

I1. SUMMARY OF RECOMMENDATIONS

The Commission should grant GSWC Special Request #4 and find that all GSWC
water systems, except the Robbins system, comply with the applicable water quality

standards.

III. ANALYSIS

GSWC has 38 water systems and 37 of them comply with water quality standards.
The Robbins system, acquired by GSWC on May 1, 2022, from Sutter County, does not
comply because there are contaminants that exceed the primary and secondary maximum

contaminant levels (MCL).L

The level of arsenic in the Robbins system is between 13 and 15 micrograms per
liter (ug/L), which is greater than the permitted primary MCL of 10 pg/L. Additionally,
the level of chloride, specific conductance, and total dissolved solids (TDS) is higher than
the secondary MCL. The chloride level is between 116 and 1280 (milligrams per liter)
mg/L, which is higher than the secondary MCL of 500 mg/L. The range for specific
conductance is between 3700 and 3800 microsiemens per centimeter (uS/cm), which is
more than the MCL of 1600 uS/cm. The level of TDS exceeds the MCL of 1000 mg/L,
with a range of 2400 to 2900 mg/L. GSWC is working to meet the milestones within its
Compliance Plan, which includes completing the water treatment design, submitting a

Grant Funding Application and agreement, awarding the construction contract,

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completing the construction timeline, and meeting the arsenic MCL running annual
average. GSWC has a plan to bring the Robbins system into compliance with the arsenic
MCL by June 2025.2 GSWC has also entered into an Administrative Order on Consent
with the United States Environmental Protection Agency to bring the Robbins system
arsenic MCL running average into compliance by June 2026 by adhering to the
Compliance Plan.22 However, the arsenic MCL running average may be compliant
as early as the first quarter of 2026.2

The most recent Consumer Confidence reports from 2022 show that all other
water systems meet state and federal water requirements. Additionally, there are no
outstanding violations based on the Safe Drinking Water Information System (SDWIS)
for the Division of Drinking Water (DDW).2

A.  Violations Since the Last GRC (2020)

Since its last GRC, A.20-07-012, GSWC received three notices of violation for
three water systems from the State Water Resources Control Board (SWRCB), which are
listed in Table 1-1 below. GSWC provided details about the violations as part of its
application and in response to discovery, and Cal Advocates verified this information
using the SDWIS and contacting SWRCB engineers, 1821011121314

1. Claremont system violation (04_07_22C _008): In 2020, the Claremont
system failed to collect samples to monitor seven out of the required eight wells for 1,2,3-
Trichloropropane (1,2,3-TCP). GSWC took corrective actions to bring the system into
compliance including collecting and sampling for 1,2,3-TCP, issuing a public notification
to customers served by the Claremont system, submitting a water quality monitoring plan
to SWRCB, and providing water quality monitoring training for its employees. GSWC
collected and analyzed samples and marked the system as compliant in 2022.

2. Wrightwood system violation (05_13_23N_001): In 2022, the Wrightwood
system failed to collect a sample from a well for nitrate. GSWC took corrective actions
to have the system in compliance including collecting and sampling for nitrate, issuing a
public notification to customers served by the Wrightwood system, and including this
violation in its 2022 Consumer Confidence Report (CCR). GSWC collected and
analyzed samples and marked the system as compliant in 2023.

3. Norwalk system violation: There is no violation number associated with this
notice because SWRCB has not yet established the PFAS standards for drinking water.22
Since there is no violation number, GSWC did not report it on the SDWIS.28 In 2022, the
Norwalk system failed to collect a sample for PFAS at the lead and lag effluents. GSWC

took corrective actions to bring the system into compliance including collecting and
sampling for PFAS constituents and providing training on compliance monitoring and
sampling requirements to employees. GSWC did not issue public notification to
Norwalk system customers because PFAS standards for drinking water have not yet been

established. GSWC collected and analyzed samples and marked the system as compliant
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in 2022.

B. Water Testing and Treatment
Almost 52% of GSWC’s groundwater supply comes from wells located in

its service areas; approximately 45% of GSWC’s water is imported, with about
43% of groundwater purchased through approved agencies and suppliers; and
about 3% of water is from diversion from rivers.1Z GSWC tests its water sources
for contaminants on a regular basis and “monitoring frequencies range from
weekly to once every 9 years” based on the standards.2® The distribution system is
tested weekly for coliform bacteria contamination and quarterly for disinfection
by-products.

SWRCB has yet to establish the MCL standards for PFAS, however, it has
provided notification levels for PFOA, PFOS, PFBS, and PFHxS. GSWC has
been sampling its wells as required by the SWRCB, and as of March 2023, an
estimated 70 wells were sampled. Out of these 70 wells, 23 wells have exceeded
notification levels and 9 wells exceeded response levels. As a result, either the
wells have been removed from service or GSWC has begun treatment.22

Since the PFAS MCL is not yet finalized, GSWC is requesting to modify
its current PFAS Memorandum Account (PFASMA) to include the debt financing

costs plus a profit percentage on all capital expenditure effective on the date that a

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MCL is established regardless of whether the projects are complete and providing
service.2l Cal Advocates examines GSWC’s proposal to address the existing
PFASMA in Cal Advocates’ witness, Jawad Baki’s report on SR#8 (modification
of pfas memorandum account), taxes other than income (ad valorem taxes),

Income taxes, depreciation, and working cash.

IV. CONCLUSION

All GSWC’s systems, except the Robbins system, meet the applicable water quality
standards. GSWC has a plan to bring the Robbins system into compliance with the arsenic

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CHAPTER 2 CONSTRUCTION-WORK-IN-
PROGRESS (Regions I, II, and IIT Proxy Amount)

I. INTRODUCTION

This chapter presents the analysis and recommendations regarding the proxy
Construction-Work-in-Progress (CWIP) amount of GSWC’s Regions I, I, and III.

In McDonough, Sinagra - Vol 1 CWIP Testimony, Appendix 1 and Attachments A
to D - APP, GSWC categorizes CWIP projects in 6 categories, with category 4 consisting

of subcategories, that are listed in Table 2-1.

The Commission generally allows water utilities to receive profit on an estimated
CWIP balance even though the included projects are not yet used and useful. Projects
under CWIP should be completed within a reasonable time period of on average 4
months according to the Commission’s 1982 memorandum, to be considered CWIP
projects.22

GSWC’s CWIP forecast consists of two amounts. The first is the December 31,

2022 balance, which is also known as the proxy amount. The proxy amount is carried

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into future years to forecast the CWIP and will be discussed in Chapter 2 for Regions I,
I1, and I1l. Second, there is a CWIP forecasted amount for the years 2023-2026, which

will be discussed in Chapter 3 for Regions I, Il, and 111 and in Chapter 4 for General
Office (GO).

SUMMARY OF RECOMMENDATIONS

Cal Advocates recommends the proxy amount of $20,134,740, $26,675,881, and

$25,990,349 for 2024, 2025, and 2026 respectively for all three Regions. A breakdown

of the proxy amount for each Customer Service Area (CSA) is presented in Table 2.2.

In contrast, GSWC requests $140,993,362 for each year among all three Regions,
2024-2026.2 Cal Advocates’ recommendations are based on the following adjustments to
GSWC’s request:

A. Cancelled Projects
A downward adjustment of -$99,665 to the 2022 year-end proxy amount for

cancelled projects that still are in CWIP.

B. Unreasonable Projects in CWIP
A downward adjustment of -$2,111,305 to the 2022 year-end proxy amount for

projects in CWIP that are unreasonable.

C. CWIP Projects in Rates for an Unreasonable Amount of
Time

The forecasted CWIP balance should be based on plant additions per year. CWIP
projects in the 2022 year-end proxy amount that are older than 3 years and cancelled

projects should not be included.

III. ANALYSIS

A. Cancelled Projects
Category 6 CWIP projects are those that have been completed or cancelled.

As of December 31, 2022, GSWC had a total of 27 category 6 projects for a

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balance of $4,640,589. Of these 27 projects, 8 were cancelled for $99,665.2% Since
the 2022 year-end balance will carry into the years 2024, 2025, and 2026, it is
unreasonable to allow these projects to be included in the proxy amount since
doing so allows GSWC to earn a profit on cancelled assets. GSWC should not
earn a profit on the projects presented in Table 2-3 below because they were all
cancelled. GSWC states there is a plan to bring some of these cancelled projects
back in the future, but currently, they are not providing any benefit to ratepayers.

If GSWC restores these projects in the future, it can present them in a future GRC.
However, in this GRC cycle, a downward adjustment is necessary because
ratepayers should not continue to pay for, and GSWC should not continue to profit

from, cancelled projects and assets in CWIP at ratepayers’ expense.

B. Unreasonable Projects in CWIP

GSWC includes $2,111,305 worth of vehicle replacements in its 2022 year-
end balance amount. An overview of the vehicles is presented in Table 2-4, and
they were all added to CWIP in 2020, which means that as of December 31, 2022,
ratepayers have been funding them for 2 years.

GSWC should not receive profit on the projects presented in Table 2-4
because it is unreasonable that it takes several years for GSWC to replace a
vehicle. Additionally, all the vehicles have an estimated completion date of
12/31/2023, which means GSWC received profits on them over three years.

Replacing vehicles is a one-time purchase and there is no reason to spread the cost

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over several years. Therefore, GSWC should not classify them as CWIP projects.
The Commission should remove $2,111,305 from CWIP per Table 2-4.

C. CWIP Projects in Rates for an Unreasonable Amount of
Time

GSWC’s CWIP year-end balance as of December 31, 2022 in Regions I, II,
and Il is $140,993,362. GSWC uses this 2022 recorded CWIP amount as a proxy
to forecast the CWIP balance in future years, 2024-2026.%

GSWC should not use the 2022 year-end balance as a proxy for 2024-2026
because several of the projects included in this amount have been in the CWIP
account for an unreasonable amount of time. The Commission allows water
utilities to include CWIP in rate base even though the projects are not yet used and
useful, with the expectation that utilities will complete the projects within a
specified time frame, which, according to the Commission’s 1982 memorandum,

is an average of 4 months.

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As seen in Table 2-5, there are projects in CWIP that have been there as far
back as 2011, a period of 11 years. However, as demonstrated by the year the
projects were added to the CWIP account, GSWC has been receiving profits on
CWIP projects ranging from a few months to eleven years old, even if ratepayers
have yet to see any benefit. For example, for Mojave Booster Station (WO #
35931007), there is a 2022-year-end balance of $789,310, and for 2023-2026,
GSWC is forecasting $2,820,890. However, this project was added to the CWIP
account in 2011 and, as of the filing of GSWC’s pre-application (06/01/2023), is
only 22% complete.22 As of 2023, this project has exceeded by 11 years the
expected average completion time of 4 months. This project will also continue to
surpass the expected average completion time of 4 months because GSWC is
forecasting money for it in 2023-2026. This means that GSWC customers have
been paying for this project for over a decade without seeing any benefit, while
GSWC has been receiving profits on this incomplete project since 2011.

The Commission should not use GSWC's inflated 2022 year-end balance as
a proxy for 2024-2026. Instead, the Commission should adopt a CWIP balance as
a percentage of plant additions for each year. This alternative proxy calculation
recognizes the relationship between closed projects, which are plant additions, and
open projects, which are CWIP projects. The relationship of open projects
compared to closed projects indicates GSWC'’s ability to execute its capital
program.

To determine a reasonable proxy amount, Cal Advocates conducted an
aging analysis to determine how long projects are staying in the CWIP account,

which is presented in Table 2-5 below.

First, to conduct the aging analysis, Cal Advocates issued discovery asking
what year projects were added to CWIP. After analyzing how long projects had
been in CWIP, used a 3-year lag between a project first entering CWIP and being
placed into service to develop an appropriate proxy amount. Using a 3-year lag to

establish a proxy, as opposed to the expected 4-month average completion time

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GSWC because it allows more projects to be included in CWIP. The 3-year lag also
covers approximately 90% of projects and best aligns with the 3-year GRC cycle
timeline. Next, based on this 3-year completion lag for CWIP projects, a lag ratio
of the historical CWIP balances relative to the historical plant additions completed
three years later was used for developing a reasonable proxy amount of CWIP. This
analysis is presented in Table 2-6. On average, when the CWIP lag is set to 3 years,

the CWIP balance is 58% of the plant additions occurring three years later.

Additionally, the Commission should consider a shorter lag time in future
GRC’s to establish the proxy to provide GSWC a greater incentive to efficiently
manage projects and complete them on a more timely basis.

Finally, instead of using the year-end balance as of December 31, 2022, as
the proxy amount, the proxy amount should be based on 58% of plant addition for
each year 2024-2026, minus $2,210,970 in adjustments from Tables 2-3 and 2-4.
The plant additions per region are presented in Attachments 2-15, 2-16, and 2-17
for 2024, 2025, and 2026 respectively along with the calculations performed to

determine the final proxy amount recommended for each region.

CONCLUSION

The Commission should adopt the proxy amount $20,134,740,
$26,675,881, and $25,990,349 for 2024, 2025, and 2026 respectively for GSWC’s
three Regions. It is unreasonable to expect the 2022 year-end balance to be used
as a proxy for 2024-2026. Several of the projects with a balance as of 2022 have
been in CWIP for more than 1 GRC cycle, have significantly exceeded the average

time it takes to complete water utility projects, or are cancelled.

The additional funding consists of category 1, 4, and 5 projects. All category 4 projects
were approved in the previous GRC, and GSWC has included its entire adopted budget
for 2023 in CWIP, which includes category 4a projects.22 Category 4a projects will be
completed in the 2020 rate cycle with no change in budget and scope and the
Commission should approve all the 2023 additional funding for category 4a projects.
Although previously approved, category 4c and 4d projects have a change in budget or

scope, so GSWC is requesting additional funding.

A.  Additional Funding — Category 4b Projects
Category 4b projects have been approved in the previous GRC and will be

completed after 2023 with no change in budget or scope. GWSC is forecasting

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additional funding of $6,425,073 in 2023, $6,808,324 in 2024, $555,923 in 2025,
and $42,882 in 2026 for category 4b projects. The overall additional funding for
category 4b projects is $13,832,202 for 2023-2026.

The Commission should reject the additional funding for the category 4b
projects that are presented in Table 3-2 below, because they are repeat projects
that should have been completed within the previous GRC cycle approved by the
Commission. However, as shown in Table 3-2, GSWC has added these projects to
the CWIP account from 2012 to 2021 and these projects remained unfinished as of
2023 because GSWC now requests additional funding to complete these projects
after 2023. GSWC has been profiting from these uncompleted projects ranging
from two to eleven years with no benefit yet delivered to ratepayers. Therefore, a

downward adjustment is warranted.

B. Additional Funding — Category 4c Projects

Category 4c projects have been approved in the previous GRC and assumed

by GSWC to be completed in the 2020 rate cycle with a change in budget or
scope. GSWC is forecasting additional funding of $34,853,865 in 2023, $0 in
2024, $0 in 2025, and $0 in 2026 for 4c projects. The overall additional funding
for category 4c projects is $34,853,865 for 2023-2026.

The Commission should reject the additional funding for the category 4c

project presented in Table 3-3 below because GSWC failed to properly manage

the project. During project construction, GSWC discovered an overhead power

line had to be removed and replaced to create enough space for a crane to move

materials in and out of the site. Such an access issue should have been considered

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in the design phase of the project. Having sufficient access for maintenance and

repair is a fundamental parameter of any engineering design. GSWC’s failure to

consider such basic design criteria has resulted in additional costs to the
ratepayers. Ratepayers should not be responsible for cost overruns caused by

GSWC’s poor planning, design, and execution.

C. Additional Funding — Category 4d Projects

Category 4d projects have been approved in the previous GRC and will be

completed after 2023 with a change in budget or scope. GSWC is forecasting

additional funding of $47,883,684 in 2023, $79,834,233 in 2024, $28,769,590 in
2025, and $11,423,379 in 2026 for 4d projects. The overall additional funding for

category 4d projects is $167,910,886 over 2023-2026.

The Commission should reject the additional 2023 funding for the project

presented in Table 3-4. This project was approved in the previous GRC and is

requesting additional funding in 2023 due to a change in scope. During the design

phase of this project, GSWC found that, due to space constraints, the treatment

system and chemical building had to be demolished to drill a new well. The

Commission should reject the additional funding for the change in scope because
GSWC’s design process is flawed. It is reasonable to expect GSWC’s engineers
to be aware during the design phase that there was not enough space to drill a well

without demolishing and replacing assets, yet GSWC proceeded with the flawed

design. GSWC should have taken into consideration the feasibility of the site

during the design phase, which it failed to do. Ratepayers should not be

Moreover, the additional funding for repeat projects in 2024-2026 is

unreasonable. An overview of these projects is presented in Table 3-5. Since

these projects were approved in the previous GRC, they should be completed by

2023. However, the completion date for the projects extends into the next GRC

cycle since GSWC is forecasting funds for these projects after 2023. These
projects were added to CWIP from 2011-2022, so GSWC has been receiving

profits on some of these projects for several years now, and they are still not

complete and not providing benefits to ratepayers. Therefore, a downward

adjustment is warranted.

Instead, GSWC should recover the cost of the study as part of any resulting

project(s) in its future GRC.

Baith GEWC and BVES] have security systems and infrastructure in place intended to prevent unlawfil intrusion, service
disruption and cyber-attacks. GEWC and BVESI wtilize a variety of physical security measures to protect their facilities. These
measures consider advances in security and emergency preparedness technology and relevant industry developments in
developing their respective capital-improvement plans, and both intend to seck approval of the CFUC o recover any additional
costs that either may incur in enhancing the security, reliability and resilicncy of their utility systerms.

On October 23, 20018, America’s Water Infrastructure Act (AWIA) bocame law, GEWC must now conduct additional
risk and resilicnce assessrments and develop emergency response plans for each of our water systerns. These assessments and
plans inclede natural hazards as well as malevolent acts. The first such assessments were completed in 2020, They will be
reviewed and resubmitted every five years.

The Military Utility Privatization Subsidiarics operate facilitics within the boundaries of military bases, which provide
limited access to the general public. To further enhance security, in prioe years, certain upgrades were completed at various
military bases through contract modifications funded by the U_S. government.

Registrant has evaleated its cyber-security systems and continues to address identified areas ofimprovement with respect
to ULS, government regulations regarding cyber-security of government contractors. These improvements include the physical
security at all of the office and employee facilities it operates. Registrant belioves it is in compliance with these regulations.

Diespite its efforts, Registrant cannot guaramtec that intrusions, cyber-attacks or other attacks will not cause water of

electric system problems, dismupt service to customers, compromise important data or systems or result in unimended release of
customer of employes nformation.

Water Supply

LSWIC

Durineg 2022, GSWC delivered approximately 58.0 million hundred cubic fieet (“ccf™) of water to its customers, which
is an average of abowt 365 acre-feet per day or 119 million gallons per day (an acre-foot is approximately 435.6 cef or 326,000
gallons). Approximately 52% of GEWCs supply came from groundwater produced from wells siteated throughowt GSWC's
service areas.  GSWC supplemented its groundwater production with wholesale purchases from Metropolitan Water District
(“MWD™) member agencics and regional water suppliers (roughly 45% of total demand) and with authorized diversions from
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rivers (roughly 3%} under agreements with the United States Burean of Reclamation {“Bureau™) and the Sacramento Munscipal
Utility Dastrict (“SMUD'™). GSWC also utilizes recycled water supplies to serve recycled water customers in several service
arcas. GSWC continually assesses its water rights and groundwater storage assets to maximize use of lower cost groundwater
sources where available.

Groundwater

GSWC has a diverse water supply portfolio which includes adjudicated groundwater rights, surface water rights, and a
number of unadjudicated water rights to help meet supply requirements. The productivity of GSWCs groundwater resources
varies from year to year depending upon a vanety of factors, including natural replenishment from snow-melt or ramfall, the
availability of imported replenishment water, the amount of water previously stored in groundwater basins, natural or man-made
contamination, legal production limitations, and the amount and seasonality of water use by GSWC’s customers and others.
GSWC actively participates in efforts to protect groundwater basins from over-use and from contamination.  In some periods,
these efforts may require reductions m groundwater pumping and mcreased rehance on alternative water resources. GSWC also
participates in implementation of California’s Sustainable Groundwater Management Act.

From time to time, GESWC may purchase or temporarily use water rights from others for delivery to customers. GEWC
has contracts to purchase water or water nghts for an aggregate amount of 53.1 million as of December 31, 2022, Included
the $3.1 million = a remaming commitment of §1.5 million under an agreement with the City of Claremont (“the City™) to lease
water rights that were ascribed to the City as part of the Six Basins adjudication. The initial term of the agreement expires
2028, GSWC may exercise an option to renew this agreement for 10 additional years. The remaming 51.6 million i for
commitments for purchased water with other third parties, which expire through 2038,

Imported Water

GSWC also manages a portfolio of water supply arangements with water wholesalers who may import water from
outside the immediate service area. For example, GSWC has contracts with varsous governmental entities and other parties to
purchase water through a total of 58 connections for distribution to customers, in addition to nUMerous eMergency connections.
MWD is a public agency organized and managed to provide a supplemental, imported supply to its member public agencies.
There are 26 such member agencies, consisting of 14 cities, 11 municipal water districts and one county water authority, GSWC
has 45 connections to MWD's water distnbution facilities and those of member agencies. GSWC purchases MWD water through
six separate member agencies aggregating 49,767 acre-feet annually. MWD sources its supplies from Northern California via
the State Water Project and the Colorado Biver through the Colorado Biver Aqueduct, which it owns and operates, and from local
programs and transfer arrangements.

MWD currently has supply levels of 1.13 million acre-feet (MAF) with annual demands of approximately 1.71 MAF
resulting in a supply gap of 574 thousand acre feet. MWD has available access to store more than 1.65 MAF of water in Lake
Mead as part of an intentionally created surplus program developed under a 2007 Interim Shortage agreement and 15 available for
use during dry vears. In addition, MWD, along with the seven other Basin states which use water from the Colorado River,
developed and agreed to the Drought Contingency Plan in 20019 where each lower Basin state which diverts water from the
Colorado River below Lees Ferry agrees to store defined amounts of water in Lake Mead to prevent both Lake Mead and Lake
Powell from reaching critically bow levels. California 1s a lower Basin state. On December 1, 2022, the Department of Water
Resources set the mitwal allocation for the water year to 5% due to the possility that 2023 may be another critically dry vear.

Drought fmpact

In May 2018, the Califorma Legislature passed two bills that provide a framework for long-term water-use efficiency
standards and drought planning and resiliency. The initial steps in implementation of this legislation have been laid out in a
summary document by the California Department of Water Resources (“D'WR”) and State Water Resources Control Board
("SWRCB"). Ower the next several years, State agencies, water suppliers and other entities will be working to meet the
requirements and timelnes of plan implementation. A notable milestone 15 the establishment of an indoor water use standard of
55 gallons per capita per day (“gped™) until 2025, Legislation signed by the Governor into law in September 2022 has set more
stringent indoor standard targets than mitially set forth m the 2018 legislation. The mdoor standard will now be set at 47 gped m
2025 and then reduced to 42 gped in 2030 {previously had been sct at 52.5 gped and 50 gped, respectively).

Cahforma’s recent period of mult-year drought has resulted in reduced recharge to the state’s groundwater basins.
GEWC utilizes groundwater from numerous groundwater basins throughout the state. Several of these basins, especially smaller
basins, experienced lower groundwater levels because of the drought. Several of GSWC's service areas rely on groundwater as
their only source of supply. Given the critscal nature of the groundwater levels n Califormia’s Central Coast aren, GSWC
implemented mandatory water restrichions mn certam service arcas in accordance with CPUC procedures. In the event of water

Subject: Policy for Including CWIP in Rate Base for Water
Urilities

RECOMMENDATION: It is recommended that the current policy of
including construction werk in progress (CWIP) in rate base for
water utilicles be continwed, This should not lead the Commission
to endorse a similar policy for energy and telecommunications
vcilicies where construction time often exceeds one year.

SUMMARY: Water utility construction projects vequire on the
average about &4 months to complete. This is a considerably shorter
period of time than comparable enerpgy vtilities. Approximately 69T
of new comstruction is company funded, HNew construction
approximares 6% of the rotal plant in service and the amount of
company funded CWIP, earried into a succeeding year, is only about
0.4%. Thus the perceived disbenefits of CWIP for ratepavers of (1)
reduction in ucility risk and thus management efficiency, and (2)
IntertEnfural equity shifts, are minimized for water utilicles. The
financial benefit of disallowing CWIP in rate base is very small,
and would, in the long run, be reduced and made c¢ven smaller, by
the offsetring revenue requirement increase associated with the
interest charges,

DISCUSSION: There are nearly 400 water jurisdictions {companies
and districts) under regulation. Because of the inherent
difficulty of studying a large number of districrs, it was decided
that to analyze typical econstruction projeccs, a few districts
would be chesen as representative of che many systems throughout
California. The data came from eight water districts representing
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five water companies (see below). The data is from 1980 company
records. Our choice was based on readily available data and a
desire to include districts of various sizes, water sources and
geographical locations.

Water Utility Construction

Water projects with significant construction periads fall
into five major categeries: 1) miscellaneocus structures, 2)
tanks and reservoirs, 3) transmission ond distribution mains, &)
treatment facilities and 5} wells. Transmission and distribution
mains represent the largest on-going construction projects. Treat-
ment facilities are usually major projects but are infrequently
constructed and as a result the dollar impact in any given vear is
minimal, The average construction time and project costs for 1980
as a percentage of toral plant by categories are:

Category Construction Time % of Plant
Miscellaneous Structures 3.1 months 1.2%
Tanks and Reservoirs 5.2 .2
Trans. and Distribution Mains 3.9 4.0
Treatment Faciliries 8.3 .5
Wells 2.5 1
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It should be noted that for each category of plant that: 1)
the actual construction time is well under a year and 2) the
relative cost when compared to total plant is small. The inference
here is that the amount of CWIP carried over from one year to the
next and the interest earned prior to placing the plant in service
are both relatively small., These points are examined later in the
discussion.

Plant additions as a percemt of total plant averaged 6% for
the eipht districts, The amount of contributions-in-aid-of-
construction as a percentage of plant additions was 9% and the
amount of advances for construction represented 22% of plant
additions. Therefore, on the average, the companies funded 69% of
the plant additions for the year.

The amount of CWIP at year end as a percentage of total plant
additions for the year averaged 10%. Viewed another way, the
amount of CWIP at year end was about 0.6% of total plant., It is
reasonable to assume that the percentage of year-end CWIP that is
company funded would approximate the 69% mentioned previously for
plant additions in general. Therefore, any company funded CWIP
carry-over into a succeeding year would be about 0.4% (69%x
0.6% = 0,4% approx.) of total plant.

small wWater Utilities Compared to Larpe Water Utilities

Although this study focuses primarily on Class A water
utilicies, the results also apply to CWIP inelusion into rate hase
for the smaller Clags B, © and D water utilities. This follows
because the types of construction, discussed earlier, are the same
for all classes of water vtilities, However, the average time to
complete construction projects for smaller water utilities would be
less, because the projects are smaller. As previously discussed,
CWIP carry-over into a succeeding year, the major concern for
ratemaking, is minimal for Class A's and would be less for Class
B's, C's and D's, A further consideration is the lack of
sophistication of many of the smaller water utilities; the burden
of adding interest to projects as they are being constructed (i.e,,
keeping AFUDC accounts), would overwhelm many of them. Therefore,
it is concluded that this study applies equally well to all water
utilities.
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Water Utilities Compared With Energy Utilities

To put water utility CWIP in perspective a comparison with
energy utility CWIP is useful. Based on 1980 recorded information
for the three lar%est conbination electric and gas urilities the
most significant fact is that on the average, CWIP carried over
from one vear to the next approximates 37% of total plant., This
compares with the previously mentioned 0.4% for water utilities.
Thig large year to year carry-over for energy utilities is
prineipally due to the tremendous costs and construction times for
elecrric peneration facilivies. 1Itv iz the source of widespread
concern {(and the basis for current Commission policy disallowing
CWIP in rate base for other utilities) that placing CWIP in rate
base both (1} reduces urility risk and therefore the incentive to
minimize costs, and (2) creates intertemporal equity problems
(i.e., current ratepayers pay for plant that benefits later
ratepayers),

It is interesting to nete that even with the larpe CWIP
carry-over, the average plant additions as a percent of total plant
for enerpy utilities is 7% versus the 6% for water. For the gas
operations only, the CWIP carry-over approximates 1.7%, a figure
more In line with that for water utilities. This similarity is as
expected since hoth use similar plant such as pumping, storage and
tranamission facilities,

If the Commission continues to allow CWIP in rate base for
water utilities it should make clear that this situation does not
lead the Commission tc endorse a similar policy for emergy and
telecommunications ucilicies.

Commisgsion Policy on Water Utility CWIP

&n exhaustive search of past Commission decisions on water
utility CWIP in rate base yielded very little im the way of a guide
on the subject. The few decisions that were found tended to
support traditicnal thinking, which is based on the argument that
the short construction times coupled with relatively small amounts
in CWIP for most water construction projects dees away with the
need for interest during construction. Hence, water utility CHWIP
has and is being placed directly into rate base for ratemaking.

Although interest bearing CWIP is not allowed in the
ratemaking rate base, California American Water Company, Citizen
Urilities Company, CP Wational and Pacific Gas and Electric Company
at times have booked interest for major constructien projects.
These projects were not considered for ratemaking until placed into
service, Though all of these water utilities have been in for rate
inereases in the last 5 vears, CWIP in rate base has not heen an
issue,
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Impact of Denying CWIP

To derermine the finaneial impact of denying CWIP in rate
hase, two recent-rate decisions for Califernmia Water Service (Bear
Gilch and Hermosa-FRedondo) were analyzed. 1In water utility rate
proceedings, rates are desipgned for 3 years (two test years and an
attrition year). Because the analysis herein requires a full
summary of earnings, only the two test years were analyzed. The
attrition year wag not examined because no Fforecast is made of its
summary of earnings. However, the result in the attrition year
should approximate that of the second test year. The assumptions
uzed in the analysis were: simple interest at 10% per annum on all
company funded construction projects, an average construction time
of 4 months per project, and the amount of CWIP funded by the
company is 69%.

In the Bear Gulch proceeding, D.93845, dated December 15,
1981, the Commission authorized amounts of $462,600 (or 9.6%) in
1982 and 5268,400 (or 5.0%) in 1983. A recalculation of the
adopted results, to reflect the denial of CWIP in rate base yields
a reduction in gross revenue requirement of $43,600 {ar 0.9%) in
1982 and $43,600 (or 0.8%) in 1983.

In the Hermosa-Redondo proceeding, D.B20151, dated January 5,
1982, the Commission authorized amounts of $539%,500 (or 12.4%) in
1982 and 3207,700 (or 3.8%) in 1983, A recalculation of the
adopted results to reflect the denizl of CWIP in rate base yields a
reduction in gross revenue requirements of $25,700 {or 0.5%) in
1982 and 521,800 (or 0.4%) in 1953,

in these two districts, the impact of removing CWIP from the
rate base results in an lusignificant reduction, less than 1%, in
groess rvevenues for each of the two test years 1982 and 1983, It is
understood that the results are unigue to these districcs.
However, given the short duration of the typical water project and
the dellar amounts actually financed by the uwtility ir is
reasonable to conclude that similar results would be chtained in
most water jurisdictions,

One consideration which we cannct, at this time, give a hard
fipure for, is the long-term impact of the build-up in interest
charges if CWIFP is disallowed in rate base for ratemaking. This
interest will definitely cause the rate base te be larger than it
would be if CWIP is allowed., The revenue requirements for this
increase in rate base would tend to reduce the already small
benefit of disallowing CWIP in rate base.
